•	A central fireplace is fit for your camp night vigils.

•	 The idyllic campsite is accessible for transports and equipped by 
6 parking spots.

•	The camping site is suited for groups up to a maximum of 100 
guides and scouts.

•	The nearest food and shopping facilities are located in neighboring 
city of Mersch.

Please be aware that any electricity is provided on site.

Available services on the camp site
Between Easter and Allhallows the following camp services are 
organized: 

•	A drinking water pipe is provided for camp users.

•	Chemical toilets are supplied during the camping season.

•	 The waste removal is assured. Please recycle. Be aware about 
Nature!

•	Wood for scouting constructions is available on demand in 
advance only.

You can collect dead wood in the surrounded forest as firewood 
supply for kitchen and campfire use. Respect the living forest!
